** Riders in class 15 may not compete in any other Walk/Trot Classes or any classes
that require a lope or canter.  This class is basically for those who are entering for the
first time in a horse show.  The class is BEGINNERS ONLY.    IF THERE ARE 
ENOUGH ENTRIES TO WARRANT A SEPARATE CLASS FOR ENGLISH AND 
WESTERN, THE CLASS WILL BE DIVIDED.  THERE MUST BE AT LEAST 5 
ENTRIES IN 10 & UNDER, 11-16 AND 19 AND OVER TO BE DIVIDED INTO AGE 
GROUPS.  RIDERS MAY RIDE IN EITHER ENGLISH OR WESTERN ATTIRE.  
Instructors may coach from the rail.  All riders must be able to keep their
horses under control and know proper ring etiquette. 

HIGH POINT WILL BE AWARDED FOR AGE GROUPS 10 & UNDER, 11-18, AND
19 AND OVER.  ALL EVENTS EXCEPT THE FOLLOWING WILL COUNT FOR 
THE HIGH POINT AWARD - NOT COUNTED ARE:  CLASSES #  14, 15, 19,  23, 27,
28, 29, 30 & 31.
